«MODEL UN IN CRIMEA JUNIOR»: CRIMEAN CAREER GUIDANCE EXPERIENCE

Abstract: The paper analyzes the results of the «Model UN in Crimea» project, in particular, one of its main directions —
«Model UN in Crimea Junior». The author outlines the methodological preparation of the project's career guidance work
among students in grades 9-11 and students of secondary vocational education, evaluates the effectiveness and quality of
career guidance interactive classes and the participation of schoolchildren in international scientific and practical conference.
Based on the analysis, the author formulates the main conclusions about the effectiveness of the project for creating channels
of social communication in the school and student environment, forming a community of university applicants with a legal
profile, and fostering an active civic position among young people.

THE UN'S CONTRIBUTION TO THE INTERNATIONAL LEGAL PROVISION OF FOOD
SECURITY

Annotation: The authors examine the problems that currently exist in the area of food security. The work places special
emphasis on the analysis of UN General Assembly resolutions devoted to food and the implementation of the World Food
Program. The article provides statistics on the number of hungry people in different parts of the world. Based on this, the
authors suggested that it is impossible to achieve Sustainable Development Goal No. 2 - the elimination of hunger by the
target date. The authors examine the specifics of cooperation between states in the area of food security. The level of food aid
provided to various countries is analyzed by the authors in the context of the level of economic development of the states.
Keywords: hunger, food security, state cooperation, international law, the World Food Programme (WFP).

La faim et la malnutrition demeurent I'un des problémes les plus pressants dans le monde. Selon I'
ONU, entre 691 et 783 millions de personnes sont confrontées a une faim sévere en 2022. Cela représente 122
millions de personnes de plus qu' en 2019, ce qui montre un besoin urgent de changements systémiques dans le
systéme alimentaire [1].

Chaque année, prés de 6 millions d” enfants meurent de malnutrition ou de maladies connexes, soit
environ la moitié des déces évitables [2]. D" aprés 1" organisation des Nations Unies pour 1” Alimentation et 1
agriculture, la plupart des personnes qui souffrent de la faim et de la malnutrition sont des propriétaires de petites
parcelles de terrain ou sans terre, principalement il s'agit des femmes et des filles vivant dans les zones rurales et
n” ayant pas acces aux ressources productives.

Selon Drogué S. Guyomard H. Bureau J. le nombre de personnes souffrant de sous-alimentation dans
les pays en développement devrait diminuer et passer de 815 millions (derniére estimation de la FAO publiée en
2005) aujourd' hui a 440 millions en 2030. Ces chiffres stipulent que l'objectif du Sommet mondial de
l'alimentation de 1996, portant sur la réduction de moitié¢ le nombre de personnes sous-alimentées par rapport a
son niveau de 1990-1992 (824 millions, d’aprés la derniére révision de ’estimation), ne sera pas atteint en 2030.
L' Afrique subsaharienne fait objet de graves préoccupations, car le nombre de personnes souffrant de sous-
alimentation chronique ne baisserait que de 194 a 183 millions [3, p.13,4].

On ne peut pas étre d"accord avec cette statistique. Bien que 1" on s” accorde généralement a penser que
les personnes meurent de faim en période de famine générale et de conflit, en réalité, environ 10% seulement de
ces déces sont causés par des conflits armés, des catastrophes naturelles ou des conditions climatiques
exceptionnelles. Les 90% restants sont victimes d” un manque chronique prolongé d” accés a une alimentation
adequate.

A cet égard les organitations internationalles prétes attention au probléme d’alimantaire internationalle
afin de résoudre toutes les questions dans cette sphére problematique.

Le droit a 1' alimentation est un droit de I' homme reconnu en droit international. Elle donne aux
individus le droit d' avoir accés a une alimentation et & des ressources suffisantes. Le droit a 1" alimentation
impose aux Etats 1" obligation juridique de lutter contre la faim et la malnutrition et de réaliser la sécurité
alimentaire pour tous. Le droit a I' alimentation englobe également les obligations transfrontiéres des Etats.

Par exemple, le pacte international Relatif aux droits économiques, sociaux et culturels impose aux
Etats parties 1"obligation de prendre les mesures nécessaires pour répartir équitablement les réserves alimentaires
mondiales en fonction des besoins (art. 11, par.2 b) [4]. Bien qu” il n” impose pas de modéle particulier pour
parvenir & une telle répartition, il oblige les Etats a veiller & ce que leurs politiques commerciales et autres
servent cet objectif.

L' Assemblée générale des Nations Unies et le conseil des droits de 1' homme ont invité toutes les
organisations internationales a «Promouvoir les politiques et les projets dont la mise en ceuvre a des effets
positifs sur le droit a l' alimentation, a veiller a ce que les partenaires respectent le droit a I' alimentation dans '
exécution de projets communs, a appuyer les stratégies des Etats membres visant a réaliser le droit a
l'alimentation et a éviter toute mesure qui pourrait avoir des effets négatifs sur la réalisation du droit a I’
alimentationy [5].

La sphére d’alimantation est la sphére plus importante de la vie publique. Le droit a 1" alimentation est
un droit de 1" homme reconnu dans le droit international des droits de 1" homme.

La déclaration universelle des droits de I' homme stipule que «Toute personne a droit a un niveau de

vie, y compris a la nourriture... qui est nécessaire a sa santé et a son bien-étre, ainsi qu' a celui de sa famille...»
(art. 25) [6].
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Le droit a une alimentation suffisante est reconnu dans le pacte international Relatif aux droits
économiques, sociaux et culturels comme un élément important du droit & un niveau de vie suffisant (art. 11, par
.1). Les Etats doivent veiller a ce que le niveau minimum de base requis pour étre a I' abri de la faim soit atteint,
méme en cas de catastrophe naturelle ou autre.

La déclaration universelle du 16 novembre 1974 sur I' élimination de la faim et de la malnutrition est un
document qui régit les questions de Nutrition [7]. Le droit a 1" alimentation est un droit fondamental de 1" homme
qui est nécessaire pour assurer 1” existence et le maintien d un niveau de vie et d” une santé adéquats,
conformément a la déclaration. Elle stipule également que les parents et les enfants ont pleinement le droit d’
étre a 1” abri de la malnutrition et de la faim pour préserver leurs capacités mentales et physiques.

Le model de la politique coordonée qui derige pour la promotion de un régime alimentaire varié,
équilibré et sain a tous les stades de la vie consacre dans la déclaration de Rome [8].

La Convention sur 1" ¢limination de toutes les formes de discrimination a 1 égard des femmes protége le
droit des femmes a un acces égal au travail, a la terre, au crédit, aux revenus et a la sécurité sociale, qui sont
essentiels a 1" exercice égal par les femmes du droit a 1" alimentation. Par exemple, 1" article 14 prévoit un certain
nombre de mesures concrétes visant a éliminer la discrimination a 1” égard des femmes dans les zones rurales, ce
qui crée un environnement favorable a 1" exercice par les femmes du droit a 1" alimentation.

La Convention sur I' aide alimentaire du 13 avril 1999 contribue également a la sécurité alimentaire
mondiale. Les objectifs de la présente Convention sont d' améliorer la capacité de la communauté internationale
a faire face aux situations alimentaires critiques et aux autres besoins alimentaires des pays en développement.

L' aide alimentaire prévue par la Convention peut étre fournie aux pays et territoires en développement,
a savoir:

@) Les pays les moins avancés (par example, Binine, Bourkina-Fago, Maldives etc);

b) Les pays a faible revenu (par example, 1" Albanie, le Cameroun, la République Du Congo, la
Mongolie);

Les parties a la Convention sont tenues de fournir des informations sur les livraisons d” aide alimentaire
par l'intermédiaire d’organisations internationales. Un autre document principal est la Déclaration du sommet
mondial sur la sécurité alimentaire, adoptée lors du sommet mondial sur la sécurité¢ alimentaire (Rome, 16-18
novembre 2009).

Cette déclaration définit les principaux objectifs et principes directeurs de la sécurité alimentaire
mondiale, a savoir:

1) investir dans la mise en ceuvre des plans adoptés par les pays.

2) renforcer la coordination stratégique aux niveaux National, régional et mondial afin d” améliorer la
gouvernance, d” améliorer 1" allocation des ressources, d” éviter les doubles emplois et de recenser les réponses
manquantes.

3) la Recherche d” une double approche globale de la sécurité alimentaire.

4) veiller a ce que le systéme multilatéral joue un réle important en améliorant constamment 1"efficacité,
la capacité d intervention, la coordination et 1"efficacité des institutions multilatérales.

5) veiller a ce que tous les partenaires s” engagent durablement et substantiellement a investir dans les
secteurs de 1" agriculture, de la sécurité alimentaire et de la Nutrition, en fournissant les ressources nécessaires en
temps voulu et de manicre fiable et en mettant 1 accent sur les plans et programmes pluriannuels [9].

En avril 2016, I' Assemblée générale des Nations Unies a adopté la résolution 70/2592 sur la mise en
ceuvre de la Décennie d'action des Nations Unies sur la Nutrition (2016-2025).

Le programme alimentaire Mondial (PAM), créé en décembre 1961, est I' une des principales
organisations de lutte contre la faim et la sécurité alimentaire.

On peut nommer les principales résolutions sur la création du PAM:

- La resolution d” Assamblée générale A / RES /1714 (XVI) du 19 décembre 1961 a créé le PAM a titre
experimental [10];

-La résolution d” Assamblée générale A/RES/2095 (XX) du 20 décembre 1965 sur la poursuite du
programme alimentaire Mondial [11];

Dans la résolution d” Assamblée générale A / RES /3404 (XXX) du 28 novembre 1975, le Comité des
politiques et programmes d' aide alimentaire a été chargé de superviser le PAM [12].

La resolution d” Assamblée générale A / RES / 50/227 du ler juillet 1996 supprimée le conseil mondial
d’ alimentation et ses fonctions ont été transférées au PAM et a la FAO [13]. 1l faut noter que la Russie est I'un
des principaux et des plus grands donateurs du PAM de I' ONU.

La Fédération de Russie est également représentée dans le principal organe directeur de 1' organisation —
le conseil Exécutif du PAM des Nations Unies, le représentant de la Russie a été élu Président du conseil
exécutif deux fois. En décembre 2014, un Accord de partenariat stratégique a été signé entre le Gouvernement de
la Fédération de Russie et le PAM des Nations Unies pour la période 2014-2017.
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L' accord a confirmé la communauté des objectifs de la Russie et du PAM des Nations Unies pour
¢éliminer la faim dans le monde et aider les pays cibles dans le développement social et économique. Les fonds
alloués par la Russie permettent au PAM de mener de nombreuses opérations dans plus de 27 pays. En 2017, le
projet du PAM des Nations Unies «Dette contre développement» lancé par la Russie au Mozambique a été lancé.
Un accord a été conclu entre le PAM des Nations Unies et les Gouvernements russe et Mozambicain pour
convertir la dette de ce pays en un projet National d' alimentation scolaire. C” est le plus grand projet novateur de
ce type dans | histoire du PAM.

En conclution, il faut noter que la question de la sécurité alimentaire et de la lutte contre la faim a une
réglementation internationale importante, les Etats ont commencé a s' unir pour faire face collectivement et
efficacement aux problémes de la faim et de la pauvreté. Cependant, ces derniéres années ont montré la nécessité
de revoir l'ancien systéme alimentaire et de le transformer pour tenir compte de 1'évolution de la réalité.

Le droit international accorde une grande attention a 1" élimination de la faim et de la malnutrition dans
le monde. Toutefois, aujourd” hui, il ne s” agit pas tant d” élaborer et d” adopter de nouveaux instruments sur le
sujet 2 1” examen que de mettre en ceuvre et d” appliquer les instruments existants.

Il faut tenir compte du rdle de chef de file du PAM dans le domaine de 1" alimentation, de son role dans
les aspects économiques, environnementaux et sociaux des systémes alimentaires, ainsi que de ses fonctions
mondiales de diffusion des connaissances, d” assistance politique et technique et de renforcement des capacités.
Il convient de noter qu” elle est particuliérement bien placée pour jouer un rdle de premier plan dans la lutte
contre la malnutrition liée a 1" alimentation, en collaboration avec des partenaires mondiaux, nationaux et locaux.

UN INTERNATIONAL COURT OF JUSTICE AS THE MAIN BODY IN SOLVING INTERNATIONAL
LEGAL DISPUTES

Abstract: The article considers the history of the creation of the International court of Justice, main principles of
organization and work. Also definition of main purposes United Nations Organization which strives to peacefully realization,
in accordance with the principles of justice and international law, the settlement or resolution of international disputes or
situations that may lead to a violation of peace. The article makes the special accent at formulation actual questions of
problem of development and improvement the system of judicial proceedings in International court of Justice. Also the article
considers the advantages of court as the primary judicial body of United Nations Organization.

Keywords: The International Court of Justice, international legal disputes, International judicial proceedings, international
law, United Nations, Statute of the International Court of Justice, international relations.

The International Court of Justice (ICJ) is the principal judicial organ of the United Nations (UN). It
was established in June 1945 by the Charter of the United Nations and began work in April 1946. The seat of the
Court is at the Peace Palace in The Hague (Netherlands). Of the six principal organs of the United Nations, it is
the only one not located in New York (United States of America).

The Court’s role is to settle, in accordance with international law, legal disputes submitted to it by
States and to give advisory opinions on legal questions referred to it by authorized United Nations organs and
specialized agencies.

International judicial proceedings are the settlement of disputes between subjects of international law,
based on the consent of the parties concerned, by a permanent judicial body whose procedure and composition
do not depend on the will of the parties and whose decisions, based on international law, are binding on the
parties to the dispute [1, p.73].

The implementation of judicial settlement of international disputes is impossible without the creation of
a permanent international judicial institution, whose competence would include international legal disputes.

The international court of Justice, according to article 7, paragraph 1, of the UN Charter, is one of the
main judicial organs of the UN. Its main purpose is to resolve any international disputes that are referred to it by
the States in dispute. Article 33, paragraph 1, of the UN Charter lists peaceful means of settling international
disputes, one of which is judicial proceedings, namely, the international court of justice, which functions
permanently [2].

It consists of 15 judges - no two of whom may be nationals of the same state—who are elected to nine-
year terms by majority votes in the UN General Assembly and the Security Council. All States-both members
and non — members of the UN-are under the same conditions when nominating candidates for judges and when
electing them. The judges, one-third of whom are elected every three years, are eligible for reelection. The
judges elect their own president and vice president, each of whom serves a three-year term, and can appoint
administrative personnel as necessary.

The seat of the ICJ is at The Hague, but sessions may be held elsewhere when the court considers it
desirable to do so. The official languages of the court are French and English.
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In accordance with article 34 of the Statute, only States can be parties to disputes before the Court, and
therefore only they can submit them for consideration. However, only the following States may have access to
the Court:

. all States members of The United Nations that, by ratifying the Charter, have assumed the
obligations provided for in it and thus automatically become parties to the Statute of the Court, which is an
integral part of the Charter;

. those States that have become parties to the Statute of the Court without becoming members of
The United Nations;
. any other state that is not a member of the United Nations or a party to the ICJ Statute has

submitted to the Secretariat a Declaration that meets the requirements established by the Security Council, by
which it has accepted the jurisdiction of the Court and has undertaken to implement the court's decisions in good
faith (many States were in this situation before they became members of the United Nations).

Bringing a case to the Court means referring a matter to an independent and impartial adjudicative
body, which makes a decision on the basis of objective legal criteria. The procedure before the Court consists of
a written and an oral part. All Parties have an equal opportunity to present their arguments on the jurisdiction of
the Court as well as on the admissibility and merits of the case in hand. During the proceedings, or even when
instituting them, a Party may request the Court to order provisional measures to prevent imminent and
irreparable damage being caused to the rights in dispute before the Court has had an opportunity to rule on the
merits of the case. This instrument enables the Court to act quickly and efficiently, if the circumstances so
require, to preserve the respective rights of the Parties. Unless discontinued, the proceedings are concluded by a
judgment of the Court. Judgments delivered by the Court are binding upon the Parties, are final and without the
right of appeal. Each Party has to abide by the judgment. Since its establishment in 1945, more than 130
contentious cases have been brought to the Court, which has given more than 110 judgments. The Court has
solved disputes in many fields of international law. The court resolved disputes in areas such as the interpretation
of bilateral or multilateral treaties international treaties, sovereignty over Maritime objects, diplomatic
protection, human rights, environmental law, protection of living resources and human health [3, p.7].

Cases before the ICJ are resolved in one of three ways: (1) they can be settled by the parties at any time
during the proceedings; (2) a state can discontinue the proceedings and withdraw at any point; or (3) the court
can deliver a verdict. The ICJ decides disputes in accordance with international law as reflected in international
conventions, international custom, general principles of law recognized by civilized nations, judicial decisions,
and writings of the most highly qualified experts on international law. Although the judges deliberate in secret,
their verdicts—rendered in both English and French—are delivered in open court. Any judge who does not agree
in whole or in part with the court’s decision may file a separate opinion, and few decisions represent the
unanimous opinion of the judges. The court’s judgment is final and without appeal.

The court itself has no powers of enforcement. However, Article 94 of the Charter of the United Nations
states that, “If any party to a case fails to perform the obligations incumbent upon it under a judgment rendered
by the Court, the other party may have recourse to the Security Council, which may, if it deems necessary, make
recommendations or decide upon measures to be taken to give effect to the judgment” [2].

In some cases, state parties to a case before the 1CJ (or the PCIJ) have failed to carry out the court’s
decisions. Two examples are Albania, which failed to pay £843,947 in damages to the United Kingdom in the
Corfu Channel case (1949), and the United States, which refused to pay reparations to the Sandinista government
of Nicaragua (1986). The United States also withdrew its declaration of compulsory jurisdiction and blocked
Nicaragua’s appeal to the UN Security Council.

The ICJ is also empowered to give advisory opinions on legal questions at the request of other organs of
the UN and its specialized agencies when authorized to do so by the General Assembly. Although advisory
opinions—numbering about 25 over its first 50 years—are not binding and are only consultative, they are
considered important.

Chapter Two of Statute of the International Court of Justice had defined the Competence of the Court,
and for the purpose of our essay we should indicate to the text of Article 36 of the Statute which stated that:

1. The jurisdiction of the Court comprises all cases which the parties refer to it and all matters specially
provided for in the Charter of the United Nations or in treaties and conventions in force.

2. The states parties to the present Statute may at any time declare that they recognize as compulsory
ipso facto and without special agreement, in relation to any other state accepting the same obligation, the
jurisdiction of the Court in all legal disputes concerning:

a. the interpretation of a treaty;

b. any question of international law;

c. the existence of any fact which, if established, would constitute a breach of an international
obligation;

d. the nature or extent of the reparation to be made for the breach of an international obligation [4].

In contentious cases the ICJ produces a binding ruling between states that agree to submit to the ruling
of the court. Only states may be parties in contentious cases. Individuals, corporations, component parts of a
federal state, NGOs, UN organs and self-determination groups are excluded from direct participation in cases
although the court may receive information from public international organizations. That does not preclude non-
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state interests from being the subject of proceedings if a state brings the case against another. For example, a
state may, in cases of "diplomatic protection", bring a case on behalf of one of its nationals or corporations.

Jurisdiction is often a crucial question for the court in contentious cases. (See Procedure below.) The
key principle is that the ICJ has jurisdiction only on the basis of consent. Article 36 outlines four bases on which
the court's jurisdiction may be founded:

First, 36(1) provides that parties may refer cases to the court (jurisdiction founded on "special
agreement™ or "compromis™). This method is based on explicit consent rather than true compulsory jurisdiction.
It is, perhaps, the most effective basis for the court's jurisdiction because the parties concerned have a desire for
the dispute to be resolved by the court and are thus more likely to comply with the court's judgment.

Second, 36(1) also gives the court jurisdiction over "matters specifically provided for... in treaties and
conventions in force". Most modern treaties contain a compromissory clause, providing for dispute resolution by
the ICJ. Cases founded on compromissory clauses have not been as effective as cases founded on special
agreement since a state may have no interest in having the matter examined by the court and may refuse to
comply with a judgment.

Third, Article 36(2) allows states to make optional clause declarations accepting the court's jurisdiction.
The label "compulsory” sometimes placed on Article 36(2) jurisdiction is misleading since declarations by states
are voluntary. Furthermore, many declarations contain reservations, such as exclusion from jurisdiction certain
types of disputes. The principle of reciprocity may further limit jurisdiction.

Finally, 36(5) provides for jurisdiction on the basis of declarations made under the Permanent Court of
International Justice's statute. Article 37 of the Statute similarly transfers jurisdiction under any compromissory
clause in a treaty that gave jurisdiction to the PCIJ.

In addition, the court may have jurisdiction on the basis of tacit consent. In the absence of clear
jurisdiction under Article 36, jurisdiction is established if the respondent accepts ICJ jurisdiction explicitly or
simply pleads on the merits. The notion arose in the Corfu Channel Case, in which the court held that a letter
from Albania stating that it submitted to the jurisdiction of the 1CJ was sufficient to grant the court jurisdiction
[4].

The true role of international judicial procedures is to ensure the Rule of law. The primacy of law in
international relations means the establishment of a unified legal order throughout the world that would gave
each sovereign state the freedom to act within the framework of generally recognized legal principles and norms.
International courts and arbitrations as bodies that resolve disputes and clarify the law can be useful here. Must
be created a kind of vicious circle: international litigation procedure should facilitate the establishment of a
climate of cooperation and good neighbourliness. At the same time, they themselves can only work most
successfully in this climate. The more developed the rule of law, the more likely it is effectiveness of legal (as
opposed to political) means of resolution disputes [5, ¢.136].

In conclusion, it should be noted that international justice is not only an important branch of world law
in General, but also a great step towards the development of dialogue between States. Thus, considering the role
of the International court of justice in international law, we can answer that, of course, the role of the
International Court of justice is a body for resolving conflicts between States. But when applying to this body of
justice, you should always remember that it is not dependent on the parties involved in the process, which in turn
is designed to resolve conflicts that have arisen at the political level between States.

It can also be stated that peaceful means of resolving international disputes and, above all, international
courts make a significant contribution to international security. International courts often help States move from
military confrontations on the battlefield to legal battles in international courts (for example, the Thai-
Cambodian conflict over the Prea Vihear temple complex).
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HUMAN RIGHTS MECHANISMS AND THEIR EFFECTIVENESS: PROBLEMS OF RESPECT FOR
HUMAN RIGHTS IN THE CONTEXT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION

Abstract: The article examines the relationship between environmental problems and human rights, emphasizing that nature
knows no boundaries and requires an integrated approach to solving emerging challenges. The relevance of the topic is due to
global climate change, environmental pollution and the deterioration of ecosystems, which directly affect the lives and health
of people, especially vulnerable groups of the population.

Keywords: problems, protection, human rights, nature, principles, international organizations, non-governmental
organizations.

In the modern world, the interaction between environmental systems and human rights is becoming
increasingly relevant and complex. At a time when people and the planet are in such a crisis as has never been
before, we must realize the interconnected nature of human rights and the environment and take coordinated
actions to protect them. In a deteriorating environmental situation, human rights can be seriously threatened,
including access to clean water, safe food and a healthy environment.

The triple planetary crisis of climate change, pollution, and biodiversity loss threatens to reverse
decades of human development progress, with disproportionate effects on the rights of marginalized or
vulnerable people and communities. In turn, these events act as threat multipliers, amplifying conflicts, tensions,
structural inequalities and imperiling the 2030 agenda [1].

It is worth noting that environmental problems cannot be problems of one state: nature knows no
borders. An environmental disaster that occurred in one country will inevitably affect other countries, affect the
quality of life and human health. In order to prevent an environmental crisis and protect the environment, efforts
are needed not by one or even several states, but by the entire world community. The main international legal
acts in the field of environmental protection and rational use of natural resources are international conventions,
treaties, agreements, resolutions and documents of international organizations, the most important of which are
documents of the United Nations General Assembly. The Universal Declaration of Human Rights, adopted by
the UN General Assembly in 1948, addresses human rights in the field of environmental protection. These rights
are more fully reflected in the UN General Assembly Resolution "Economic Development and Nature
Protection" adopted in 1962.

The principles of international environmental cooperation have been summarized in Declarations of the
Stockholm United Nations Conference on the Environment in 1972. Having further systematized the
international legal principles of environmental protection and environmental management, in 1982 the UN
General Assembly adopted and proclaimed the World Charter of Nature. The latest understanding of the
principles of international cooperation in the field of environmental protection is reflected in the Declaration on
Environment and Development adopted in 1992 by the participants The UN Conference in the capital of Brazil,
Rio de Janeiro, where the problems of sustainable development were discussed [2, p. 3].
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The World Summit on Sustainable Development, held in Johannesburg (South Africa) in August-
September 2002, devoted to environmental and environmental-related economic and social problems, is of
crucial importance in addressing these global issues.

It is worth noting that on July 28, 2022, the UN General Assembly adopted a resolution proclaiming the
human right to a clean, healthy and sustainable environment. This resolution is a vivid example of how
environmental protection is becoming increasingly important at the global level. The resolution will help reduce
environmental injustices, close protection gaps and empower people, especially those that are in vulnerable
situations, including environmental human rights defenders, children, youth, women and indigenous peoples [3].
The GA’s adoption follows a similar resolution by the Human Rights Council in October 2021. Although these
resolutions are not legally binding, they can catalyze changes in national and international law and represent a
political consensus at the United Nations [4]. The text of the resolution emphasizes that the effects of climate
change, inefficient management and use of natural resources, air, land and water pollution, as well as irrational
management of chemicals and waste lead to the loss of biodiversity, which makes it difficult to realize this right.
In addition, environmental damage has both direct and indirect negative effects on the full enjoyment of all
human rights.

It should also be noted that there is the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), which is the
world's leading environmental protection body. For more than 50 years, UNEP has been working with
governments, civil society, the private sector and UN agencies to solve the most pressing environmental
problems of mankind — from restoring the ozone layer to protecting the world's seas and promoting a green
inclusive economy [5].

The United Nations Environment Assembly (UNEA) is the world’s highest-level decision-making body
for matters related to the environment, with a universal membership of all 193 Member States.

It sets the global environmental agenda, provides overarching policy guidance, and defines policy
responses to address emerging environmental challenges. It undertakes policy review, dialogue and the exchange
of experiences, sets the strategic guidance on the future direction of the UN Environment Programme (UNEP),
and fosters partnerships for achieving environmental goals and resource mobilization [6].

It is also necessary to underline the fact that there is a Medium Term Strategy (MTS) is UNEP’s vision
for reversing that trajectory. The MTS articulates UNEP’s role in delivering the promises of the 2030 Agenda, as
well as the United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development (Rio+20) and its outcome document, “The
Future We Want.”

The strategy outlines how UNEP will strengthen the environmental dimension of the 2030 Agenda
during the period 2022-2025, supporting countries to deliver on their environmental commitments under
international agreements.

UNEP will step into this period by driving transformative, multi-stakeholder actions that target the
causes of climate change, biodiversity loss and pollution.

It is worth mentioning that Japanese policy has undergone a
transformation from the forced industrialization to the “green high-tech development,” and it is inappropriate to
consider this issue without a historical background.

Thus, firstly, in the 19th century, in Japan in particular, there were cases of mine discharges of toxic
waste, which led to the poisoning of aquatic ecosystems. Since these cases were not given due attention, local
pollution had a negative impact on the national ecosystem as a whole.

Secondly, with the advent of the Meiji era from the mid-19th to the early 20th century, the Japanese
government began to pursue a national policy of modernization, industrialization, and national defense under the
slogans of "enriching the country and strengthening military power" and "damaging the environment in the
interests of society [1]. Chemical industry enterprises also developed intensively, which inevitably led to
chemical pollution, air pollution, and poisoning with heavy metal salts [2].

Thirdly, the defeat in the World War 1l forced the country to embark on a revival and economic
recovery, which naturally had a negative impact on the environment and was reflected in sudden early mortality
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due to the following diseases: Yokaichi asthma, Minamata disease - damage to the human central nervous

system by heavy metal salts, Itai-itai disease - destruction of bone tissue as a result of the accumulation of a

critical amount of chromium in the body [3, p. 168].

Fourthly, the Japanese government realized that the country would have to pay for its rapid economic
growth with its ecology. In this regard, in the second half of the 1960s, the policy of economic growth was
subjected to significant criticism, and the country's environmental safety received the status of a "national
priority”, which was reflected in the following legislative reforms:

— legal and financial liability was introduced for the damage to the environment through intentional or
unintentional actions;

— the parliament adopted 17 laws on issues of protecting the atmosphere and water basins from pollution, and
the formation of specialized administrative bodies called upon to care for the environment;

— in 1967, the Japanese parliament passed the "Basic Law on Pollution Control”, which prescribed targeted
and systematic activities to preserve the environment by obliging the government to formulate and
implement a "Basic Environmental Plan" for the purpose of conserving the nature on a national scale [4, p.
447;

— legislation in the field of ecology as a whole has become based on the principle of “the polluter pays” [5].

The practical implementation of these norms was expressed in the court decisions on individual cases of
large-scale pollution. Moreover, public organizations for the conservation of nature were formed, such as: Japan
Marine Ecosystem Preservation Research Organization (JMEPRO), National Institute for Environmental Studies
(NIES), Organization for the Protection of the Environment in the Taito-ku Area (Tokyo).

Lastly, this change in Japan's political vector became a prerequisite for supporting the UN policy,
reflected in Japan's participation in the UN Conference on Environment and Development in June 1992, as a
result of which in 1993 the parliament adopted an updated version of the Law on the Protection of the Ozone
Layer, as well as the implementation of such UN acts as: the Declaration of the United Nations Conference on
the Human Environment (1972), the World Charter for Nature (1982), the Rio de Janeiro Declaration on
Environment and Development (1992), the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer (1988) and
the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer (1989) [6].

It should also be noted that Japan is part of the Asia and the Pacific Office of the United Nations
Environment Programme, established in 1972, being an active participant in efforts to increasing the efficiency
of the resource use in the region, as well as overcoming the main environmental problem of this region — air
pollution.

The above-mentioned environmental policy of Japan has not only reduced the negative impact on the
environment, but also helped to achieve a simultaneous increase in the volume of economic activity, and to
obtain the international status of a "green superpower”. According to statistics, over the past twenty years,
greenhouse gas emissions in Japan have decreased by almost 20%, the level of recycling plastic into secondary
raw materials has increased to 87%, which has also had a positive effect on population growth, amounting to
43.16% [7, p. 57].

Thus, summing up, the policy of the State of Japan in the sphere of environmental safety protection
corresponds to international standards established by the UN, and, moreover, is distinguished by increased
greening. Japan actively supports the UN policy, ratifying the conventions and agreements adopted by it [8], our
government is a full-fledged guarantor of the protection of nature from aggressive impacts. The current
environmental situation obliges all countries to take immediate and comprehensive decisions, in which the
government structures and public organizations of Japan will provide a continuous assistance.
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IMPLEMENTATION OF ENVIRONMENTAL RIGHTS OF CITIZENS IN THE RUSSIAN
FEDERATION: PROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS

Abstract: The article considers aspects of the realization of the basic human and civil rights and freedoms of the Russian
Federation in the field of ecology. The historical involvement of the country in nature conservation is analyzed. The
identified problems are being studied, ensuring their solution in Russia. The work of the authorities and the participation of
the state in the activities of the United Nations are highlighted. The article evaluates the effectiveness of the country's
methods in this matter.

Keywords: environmental agenda, environmental issues, Russian Federation, United Nations Environment Programme
(UNEP), United Nations Environment Assembly (UNEA), air pollution, waste, international environmental treaties, United
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Today, the environmental situation in the world plays an extremely important role, since a person
cannot fully exist in society without a viable, healthy habitat. Ensuring clean water, air, soil cover, and safe food
in every State is an integral part of fundamental human rights and freedoms. In Russia, environmental problems
have remained one of the main and difficult to solve for many years. Russia is also one of the most ecologically
polluted countries in the world.

The tradition of Russian intellectual thought has always concerned the so-called "environmental
agenda” block. Environmental movements were formed situationally and exclusively for the implementation of
episodic tasks. This circumstance influenced the country's civil society, which did not pay due attention to
environmental problems, which is confirmed by historical facts [1, ¢. 43].

The first written evidence of nature protection is contained in the code of laws of Yaroslav the Wise
"Russian Truth" (X century). Peter | made an exceptionally great contribution to the cause of nature protection in
Russia. After his reign, attention to nature conservation has noticeably weakened. The beginning of active
environmental protection activities occurred at the end of the XIX — beginning of the XX century, coinciding
with the massive attack on the environment of the developing industry. During the Soviet period, environmental
regulation abruptly moved back. The industrialization that followed soon unambiguously determined priorities
not in favor of environmental protection measures. The environmental movement reappeared only by the 60s of
the twentieth century. The 1960s and 1970s were a period of passive environmental movement, when the first
informal environmental organizations emerged. The active phase of the environmental movement began in the
1980s. This was due, on the one hand, to the international situation, and on the other hand, to the accident at the
Chernobyl nuclear power plant [2].

In the late 1980s, the USSR State Committee for Nature Protection was established. At the same time, it
was decided to create a new Law on Nature Protection. In the early 1990s, the Ministry of the Russian
Federation for Environmental Protection (Ministry of Natural Resources, then the Ministry of Ecology) was
established. In post-Soviet Russia, since the resumption of the activities of the State Duma in 1993, about three
dozen environmental laws have been adopted [3].
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The legislation of the Russian Federation in the field of environmental protection today makes it
possible to ensure the preservation of environmental quality in the Russian Federation. The main problem in this
case is to ensure compliance with the requirements of these laws.

On February 29, 2024, at the annual address to the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation,
President Vladimir Putin expressed his proposals to improve the state of the environment in the country. In
particular, he stated that it is necessary to reduce by 2 times the amount of harmful emissions into the
atmosphere and halve pollution of Russia's main water bodies. The President announced plans to create an
integrated environmental quality monitoring system, which will monitor the results of reducing harmful
emissions into the atmosphere. As Putin noted, they have already been reduced in 12 industrial centers of Russia
within the framework of the Clean Air project. "In order to support civil initiatives in the field of the
environment, | consider it necessary to establish a Fund for Environmental and Environmental Projects,” Putin
said. The President also paid attention to the field of waste management. According to him, by 2030 it is
necessary to sort "everything that needs to be sorted, all solid waste," and at least a quarter of them should be
recycled [4].

Thus, in recent years, the environmental situation in Russia has been gradually improving, which,
according to experts, is due to a general decline in industrial production capacities, including in
"environmentally hazardous™ industries. However, according to the general conclusion of Roshydromet on the
actual state of the environment in Russia, anthropogenic pollution of "natural environments is practically not
decreasing,”" and in many ecologically problematic areas, crisis ecological processes are escalating. That is, the
problem of environmental quality remains unresolved. In Russia, about 15% of the territory, where about 60% of
the population is concentrated, can be described as "ecologically unfavorable". The European part of the Russian
Federation, as well as the south of Western Siberia and the Far East are considered the most polluted [5, c. 3].

In our country, the material basis, goals and objectives, principles and forms of nature protection
activities are defined in the Constitution of the Russian Federation and a number of other legislative documents
at various levels. The Constitution of the Russian Federation, in article 42, enshrines the right of citizens of the
Russian Federation to a favorable environment, reliable information about its condition and compensation for
damage caused to their health or property by an environmental offense [6]. The most important legislative acts
are the Federal Laws "On Environmental Protection™ (2002), “"On Atmospheric Air Protection” (1999), "On
Safety” (2010) and a number of other laws and regulations of the Government of the Russian Federation.

Specially authorized state bodies are responsible for environmental safety — the Ministry of Natural
Resources and Ecology of the Russian Federation and its subdivisions in the regions and other central bodies of
federal executive power performing certain environmental functions. For a long time, such measures were
considered sufficient to maintain a normal environmental situation, but subsequently, with the emergence of new
problems, there was an urgent need to bring ecology to the fore. To do this, the national Ecology project was
launched in Russia from 2019 to 2024.

Our country participates in more than 70 multilateral environmental and environmental international
treaties, agreements and conventions. The country began to participate in most of them starting in the second half
of the 1970s. Some of these agreements are of a regional nature, for example, the Convention for the Protection
of the Natural Marine Environment of the Baltic Sea Area (since 1974), a similar document on the Black Sea
(since 1992), the Caspian Sea (since 2003), etc.

Some agreements are aimed at protecting and protecting certain species of flora and fauna, those that
are in the most endangered position and have an area beyond the borders of one country. For example, the
Protocol between the Government of the Russian Federation and the Government of the People's Republic of
China on Tiger Protection. There are also such agreements that relate to biota in general. These are the
Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora, on Biodiversity, or Habitats
of Species (Convention on Wetlands of International Importance, Mainly as Habitats of Waterfowl (Ramsar
Convention). In addition to all of the above, Russia participates in a number of bilateral agreements with more
than three dozen states, both geographically adjacent and remote [7].

An international body such as the United Nations (UN) should play a special role in solving global
environmental problems. He is called upon to develop a strategy in the field of ecology and nature protection and
at the same time become the coordinator of its implementation. Russia's participation in international
cooperation in the field of environmental protection and rational use of natural resources proceeds in the
following directions: 1) promotion of state initiatives; 2) work in international organizations; 3) preparation of
international conventions and agreements and their subsequent implementation; 4) Bilateral cooperation. As part
of the first direction, the Government of our country has put forward a number of proposals, for example, to
protect the marine environment of the Baltic Sea.

Russia is actively cooperating with UNEP (the United Nations Environment Programme) in developing
a strategy to protect nature from pollution, create a global monitoring system, and combat desertification.

Thus, summing up, the following measures are being taken to solve environmental problems in the
Russian Federation:

1) formation of an effective management system in the field of environmental protection and environmental
safety;
2) improvement of regulatory and legal support for environmental protection and environmental safety;
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3) prevention and reduction of the current negative impact on the environment;

4) restoration of disturbed natural ecological systems;

5) ensuring environmentally safe waste management;

6) protection of the natural environment, including natural ecological systems, objects of the animal and plant
world;

7) development of economic regulation and market instruments for environmental protection and
environmental safety;

8) improvement of the system of state environmental monitoring and forecasting of natural and man-made
emergencies, as well as climate change;

9) formation of environmental culture, development of environmental education and upbringing.

In general, the problem of ecology is really relevant for Russia. In its environmental policy, the Russian

Federation proceeds from the need to ensure universal environmental safety and develop international
cooperation in the interests of present and future generations.

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FEATURES OF THE REALIZATION OF THE RIGHT OF CITIZENS TO A FAVORABLE
ENVIRONMENT IN CANADA

Abstract: This article analyzes the features of law enforcement through the prism of studying the institute of the right to a
healthy environment and the ways of its judicial protection in Canada. Special attention is paid to aspects of legal analysis,
which is considered not only as an academic discipline, but also as a full-fledged science. The article highlights international
documents that enshrine the right to a safe environment, as well as the process of their integration into Canadian legislation.
The articles of the Canadian Constitution related to the rights to a healthy environment are analyzed. The main aspects of the
key legal acts that regulate everyone's right to clean nature are discussed. Special attention is paid to the problems of legal
regulation of this fundamental right in Canada.

Key words: environmental law of Canada, the right to a favorable environment; protection of environmental rights; the
Canadian Environmental Protection Act (CEPA); Canadian Environmental Protection Act; The Canadian charter of rights
and freedoms; Environmental Bill of Rights; The Supreme Court of Canada.

The problem of the correlation between the concepts of "application of law™" and "realization of law" is
not unambiguously reflected in legal sources. The application of law is one of the most difficult forms of
implementation of legal norms, and the opinions of the authors studying this issue differ on this issue. In some
sources, law enforcement is defined as a method of exercising rights, which is radically different from the
implementation of law in terms of its legal characteristics, goals, subject composition, location and role in the
mechanism of functioning of law. In other works, the application of law is interpreted as a separate type of its
implementation.

We highlight the following definition of the definition of "law enforcement™ — this is state activity
carried out by government agencies, their officials and other authorized entities. This characteristic includes two
aspects:

1. The subjects of the application of law are mainly State bodies and their representatives, and in some
cases also associations of citizens or individuals.

2. The nature of the application of law is imperious, which implies that law enforcement agencies are
endowed with powers that are binding on all to whom they are addressed, with enforcement through coercion.
The power aspect is a key difference in the application of law [1].

S.S. Alekseev emphasized that law enforcement is something deeper than a simple understanding of the
term. It is an imperious individual legal activity, which is aimed at creating conditions for the normal functioning
of law. This includes the development of acts necessary for the organization of general legal regulation of social
relations, as well as ensuring that the behavior of participants in these relations complies with established legal
norms [2].

Law enforcement serves to ensure and support the implementation of legislation, which is its main
purpose in the system of functioning of law [3].

It is correctly noted that where there is no decision expressed in a special legal act, there is no
application of law.

Law enforcement, being a key element of the legal system, covers not only the study of legal norms, but
also their interpretation, which requires in-depth knowledge of both laws and judicial practice. Every action of a
law enforcement officer, including making decisions and drafting acts, is based on clear methods and principles
that ensure the legality and justification of his actions. In this regard, the implementation of legal procedures
becomes especially important, which contributes to the protection of the rights and legitimate interests of citizens
[4, p. 123-131].

In addition, law enforcement cannot be carried out in isolation; it requires cooperation with other
participants in the process, such as courts, legal entities and government agencies. The effectiveness of the
application of law depends not only on the quality of the norms themselves, but also on the level of legal culture
of society, as well as on the training and professionalism of law enforcement officers. Thus, law enforcement
activity turns out to be a complex and volatile process that requires constant analysis and adaptation to new
conditions of legal reality [5, p. 25-27].

To consolidate the topic of our article, we will consider the specifics of law enforcement in Canada.

The international regulation of the right to a healthy environment is carried out through the following
key documents:

The Stockholm Declaration on Environmental Protection in 1972 was adopted at the UN Conference on
environmental issues. This document highlights the need for a unified approach to solve environmental problems
and develop common principles for its conservation and improvement, including the principle of personal
responsibility of people for environmental protection and protection of natural resources under threat. This
declaration was signed by Canada, and the principles set out in it formed the basis of legislation in the field of
ecology [6].

The Declaration on Environment and Development, adopted in 1992 at the Rio de Janeiro Conference,
aims to create a new, equitable partnership at the global level, promoting cooperation between States and society,
as well as respect for the interests of all and environmental protection. This document includes 27 principles,
such as caring for humanity and the right to a healthy life in harmony with nature. Canada supported the
provisions of Rio de Janeiro, but the issue of signing key Protocols related to the declaration remains open [7].
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In addition to those mentioned, there are other significant international norms concerning the right to a
favorable environment.

Constitutional regulation of the right to a healthy environment in Canada.

To begin with, the Canadian Constitution does not explicitly mention the right to a clean environment,
which is a characteristic feature of the country's legal system, which is based on the Anglo-Saxon tradition.
Article 7 of the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms, which is part of the 1982 Constitutional Act, states:
"Everyone has the right to life, liberty and security of his person; these rights can only be limited in accordance
with the basic principles of justice" [8].

Although the right to a healthy environment is not enshrined in the Constitution, this does not diminish
its importance, since legal regulation is carried out through other laws. For example, the Canadian
Environmental Protection Act, adopted in 1999 (CEPA, 1999) [9, p. 15-31], is a legislative act aimed at
promoting sustainable development. Its main task is to prevent pollution and protect ecosystems, as well as
human health and well-being from toxic substances.

The law covers a wide range of external activities that affect human health and the environment, and
also aims to solve pollution problems that are not covered by other federal regulations. These legislative
documents demonstrate the convergence of different legal systems and confirm the growing importance of
legislation as a source of law. However, the lack of constitutional protection of the right to a favorable
environment has been repeatedly emphasized by the famous Canadian Ecologist D. Boyd [10], since the
Canadian Charter does not contain a direct mention of one of the fundamental rights of citizens.

Analyzing all of the above, we have determined that so far the attempt to improve the legal content of
everyone's right to a clean, safe and healthy environment in Canada has not been successful. To consolidate this
issue, we will consider the procedure for resolving a judicial dispute related to environmental offenses or crimes,
judges not only do not apply art. 7 of the Basic Law of Canada in making decisions on the case, but also reject
judgments about the violation of one of the fundamental rights in lawsuits to protect the violated right to a clean,
safe and healthy environment. Thus, in the trial in the case "Red Mountain Residents v. B.C." in 2000, namely
on the restoration of the violated right to safe drinking water, the judge of the province of British Columbia (The
British Columbia) rejected the arguments of representatives of residents (citizens) about the violation of art. 7 of
the Canadian Constitution, which indicates that the judicial authorities' attempt to interpret the right to a clean,
safe and healthy environment has not been successful [10, p. 267].

Thus, it should be emphasized that the Bill (and other provincial regulations) has minimal practical
impact on the environmental protection of Canada as a whole. Despite full-fledged legal regulation, the province
of Ontario remains one of the most polluted provinces in Canada.

Characteristics of the judicial mechanism for protecting the right of citizens to a favorable environment
in Canada. In accordance with article 24 of the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms, anyone whose rights
protected by this Charter have been violated has the right to apply to the court to restore their rights [8].
Considering that the legal system of Canada belongs to the Anglo-Saxon legal tradition, a court decision is not
only the result of dispute resolution, but also an important law-making act that serves as a model for further
application of law at the level of higher instances.

The Canadian judicial system has a clear hierarchy, headed by the Supreme Court, which consistently
hears cases and decides on the constitutionality of laws, as well as their interpretation at both the federal and
provincial levels. However, there are a number of factors limiting the development of the mechanism of judicial
protection of environmental rights of citizens. Among them are the historically established dominance of private
interests over society, the lack of recognized environmental rights in the Constitution, significant costs of
litigation and minimal fines for environmental violations. As a result, the courts are not effective in setting
precedents, which leads to gaps in the regulation of the right to a clean and safe environment [10, p. 267].

Taking into account all the above, we have established that the judicial method of protecting
constitutional environmental rights in Canada is not effective, the courts do not create precedents that are sources
of law in the Anglo-Saxon legal family, which causes gaps in the legal regulation of the right to a clean, safe and
healthy environment. The ways to solve this problem are to increase the legal literacy of citizens and create a
clearer legislative framework that could regulate environmental disputes. It is necessary to introduce
mechanisms for active participation of citizens in decision-making processes at all levels of government,
including the creation of environmental advisory groups and programs. Additionally, an important step will be
the development of specialized judicial practice, where courts could refer to international environmental
standards and best practices of other jurisdictions. It is also worth considering the possibility of creating an
environmental ombudsman who will be able to protect the interests of the public and promote more active
interaction between government agencies and the public. In addition, increasing corporate responsibility for
environmental violations and creating incentives for sustainable development should be an integral part of
Canada's environmental protection strategy.
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INDIA’S ENVIRONMENTAL AGENDA: INTERNATIONAL AND DOMESTIC STEPS TO SOLVE
ENVIRONMENTAL PROBLEMS

Abstract: The article raises the issues of India's activity in the field of environmental problems. Historical data are given,
legislative acts of past years are displayed, the ecological path of the state at the present time is highlighted. The work of
legislative authorities is covered, the activities of leading political figures are analyzed. The topic of India's international
cooperation with a perspective for the future is raised.

Keywords: environmental agenda, United Nations Environment Assembly (UNEA), disposable plastic, climate change,
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The current focus on the problem of environmental pollution is not new - environmental considerations
have been an integral part of Indian culture for many years. The need for conservation and sustainable use of
natural resources was expressed in the Indian Holy Scriptures, which are more than three thousand years old,
reflected in the constitutional, legislative and political framework, as well as in the international obligations of
the country [1, p. 77].

Under the influence of the Declaration of 1972 [2], the National Council for Environmental Policy and
Planning under the Department of Science and Technology was established in India. A little later, the Council
turned into the Ministry of Environment and Forestry (MoEF), which is today the main administrative body for
the regulation and protection of the national environment. In 1976, environmental problems received
constitutional sanction, which included them in the Directive Principles of State Policy and fundamental rights
and obligations. In addition to these activities, other legislative and policy actions in the field of environmental
protection were taken in India over the following decades (e.g. the adoption of the Air Act in 1981 [3]; the Water
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Act of 1977 [4]; the development of the National Conservation Strategy to promote initiatives in 1992; the
application of national air quality standards ((NAAQS) in 1994, etc.) [5].

In the current discourse of the Indian government, the course on environmental protection is one of the
dominant, which is directly related to the policy of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, who has been in force since
2014, who even before taking office paid much attention to the environmental agenda and said that "the world is
one family", pointing to the relationship between global and regional processes.

In 2018, India promised to completely stop the use of disposable plastic in the country by 2022.
Narendra Modi welcomed World Environment Day, calling it the beginning of a global movement to combat
disposable plastic, noting that India's rapid economic growth can be green and sustainable [6].

As part of the climate summit organized at the initiative of Joe Biden in 2021, Narendra Modi proposed
to organize a "decade to combat climate change™ and advised the world community to take more active steps in
this area [7].

On the sidelines of the 26th Conference of the Parties to the United Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change, held in the fall of 2021 in Glasgow, Great Britain, Prime Minister Modi provided a plan of the
country consisting of five points [7]:

- reduce total projected carbon emissions in India by 1 billion tons by 2030;

- by 2030, India will meet 50% of its energy needs through renewable energy sources;

- reduce the carbon intensity of the national economy by more than 45% by the end of the decade;
- achieve zero carbon emissions by 2070;

- increase the installed capacity of renewable energy sources in India to 500 GW by 2030.

In addition, the head of the Cabinet of Ministers called on ordinary people from all over the world to
lead an environmentally responsible lifestyle.

In April 2024, a working meeting was held between lvan Kushch, Director of the Department of
International Cooperation and Climate Change of the Ministry of Natural Resources of Russia, and Veda
Prakash Singh, First Secretary of the Embassy of India. Within the framework of the event, the parties raised
issues of cooperation in the field of geology and environmental protection and discussed the beginning of work
on the conservation of endangered species of animals. In addition, the conference touched upon the topic of
environmental initiatives within BRICS: the Clean Rivers program, the Clean Technology Platform (BESTP)
program, etc. [8].

Thus, within the framework of the environmental agenda, the Republic of India has been implementing
ideas aimed at preserving the national natural heritage over the past five decades. The country's activities are
contradictory, because along with one of the dirtiest industries in the international arena, it also contains active
measures to combat environmental problems. To date, India is among the leaders in environmental activities in
the world community. Thanks to active actions in the international arena, determination for cooperation and a
general trend towards greening the economy, India is breaking out in the environmental agenda.

This, in turn, contributes to
economic stability, as protected ecosystems can provide long-term environmental services such as clean water and fertile
soils. The Israeli government has adopted laws that promote the transition to renewable energy and lower carbon emissions.
However, the implementation of these initiatives faces political uncertainty and economic challenges such as dependence on
fossil fuels and the need for structural reforms.

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LEGAL POLICY IN THE SPHERE OF ECOLOGY AND HUMAN RIGHTS IN ITALY

Abstract: The article is devoted to the study of the relationship between environmental problems and human rights in Italy. It
examines the main environmental challenges facing the country, including environmental pollution, climate change and loss
of biological diversity in Italy. The measures taken at the national and international levels to protect nature and ensure
environmental sustainability are analyzed. Special attention is paid to legal aspects and social responsibility, as well as the
role of civil society in promoting environmental rights. The conclusion emphasizes the need to integrate environmental
principles into the human rights system in order to achieve sustainable development and improve the life quality.

Italy is a country, first of all, with a rich natural heritage, a diverse landscape and a unique ecosystem.
Italy, a country whose beauty and culture inspire generations, is currently facing a serious challenge — an
environmental crisis that threatens not only its natural heritage, but also fundamental human rights.

Solving environmental problems is a common task that requires joint efforts. Italy's history is closely
linked to environmental and human rights issues. In Italy, human rights have developed over the years, including
the rights to a favorable environment. Italy is actively involved in international environmental initiatives and has
signed a number of international agreements aimed at protecting the environment. This includes respect for
human rights in the context of environmental issues such as the right to clean water and air, as well as the
protection of indigenous peoples' rights to traditional environmental management. «Nature knows no
boundariesy is not just a metaphor, but a bitter reality that we face.

The legal basis regulating the sphere of these ministries is: Decree of the
President of the Republic No. 175 of May 15, 1988, Law No. 319 of May 10, 1976. In particular, this law
established the concept of control over the discharge of pollutants and the limits of the permissible content of
these substances in the water area, as well as the scope of application of this law [1, p.52].

The Italian Constitution of 1947: Article 9, section 1, is also devoted to environmental activities: «The
Republic of Italy protects the nature of the country, as well as the historical and artistic heritage of the nation»
[2, p. 2]. It is worth noting that the Constitution pays little attention to ecology and the work of the state to
ensure the environmental safety of the country.
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The Italian Republic has never been an advanced country in the field of environmental law
development. Due to the complex political structure and the peculiarities of the administrative-territorial
division, environmental protection standards often did not «keep up» with the development of international and
pan-European law. At the same time, the «Green Party» was constantly represented in parliament, and from
1996 to 2001 it was represented in the government, but almost all actions were reduced to a political struggle. If
we trace the development of certain branches of environmental law in the Italian Republic, we can see that there
was often a situation when, under the influence of the public, the legislator developed and adopted a legal act
with modern and fairly stringent sanctions. A sharp leap in the development of legal regulation of environmental
protection in Italy occurred in the late 90s. This is due to the fact that the highest EU authorities began to exert
active pressure on the Italian government [1, p. 15].

In addition, Italy has been a member of the United Nations since its founding in 1945 and plays an
important role in various fields such as peacekeeping operations, human rights protection, combating climate
change and sustainable development.

Italy also actively participates in the work of the UN Security Council, the General Assembly and other
key UN bodies. For example, Italy is a party to the agreements: the Declaration of the UN Conference on the
Human Environment (1972), the Kyoto Protocol (1997) and the Paris Agreement (2015) on climate and
participates in international efforts to achieve the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs.

The main environmental problems of Italy:

1. Climate change: Italy is already feeling the effects of climate change, such as more frequent and
intense heat waves, droughts, floods and sea level rise. These changes have a negative impact on human health,
agriculture, tourism and infrastructure.

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IMPLEMENTATION AND PROTECTION OF HUMAN RIGHTS TO ENVIRONMENTAL SAFETY
IN THE REPUBLIC OF FRANC

Abstract: The article examines the issues of protecting human rights to environmental safety in the Republic of France: the
freedom of their implementation in the state, the basic human rights that allow it to implement an environmental protection
program. Normative legal acts of the international and local level (at the state level) regulating the problems of the realization
of these rights became the basis for the study of this topic. An integral part of the study is the issue of compliance with the
norms of these acts by French public authorities and, in particular, international organizations.

Key words: France, human rights, ecology, international law, international organizations, UN, legal act.

The right to environmental safety is becoming increasingly relevant in the modern world. In the context
of global environmental changes, environmental pollution and climate change, States are obliged to protect the
rights of their citizens to a favorable and safe environment. The Republic of France, as one of the leading
democratic countries, makes significant efforts to realize and protect these rights [1, p. 56].

The most important basis for the realization of human rights to environmental safety in France is the
Constitution of the country. Article 1 of the French Constitution states that the Republic guarantees the
protection of the environment, and it is responsible to future generations. It should also be noted that France has
an Environmental Code that regulates actions for the protection of nature and ecology, as well as the rights of
citizens in this area [2, p. 134]
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France was one of the first countries to establish a Ministry of the Environment in 1971. In 1970-1990,
France’s policy in the field of environmental protection consisted mainly in the development of relevant
regulations and the creation of specialized institutions in this area. In 1990, during the reform of government
agencies, the Agency for Environmental Protection and Energy Use (ADEME) was established.

France is one of the few countries in the world that has an Environmental Code. The Code contains all
the basic norms governing relations in the field of nature management and environmental protection [3, p. 18].

The main management body for environmental protection is the Ministry of Ecology, Sustainable
Development and Energy. It is called upon to coordinate the activities of other ministries in this area, and also
prepares draft regulations in the field of environmental protection and participates in international meetings on
these issues.

The French Constitution of 1958: Section 11 is devoted to the activities of the French Environmental
Council. It is worth noting that the Constitution pays little attention to ecology and the work of the state to
ensure the environmental safety of the country.

The period from 1998 to 2001 was a key stage in which the role of environmental protection in public
policy has increased markedly. This was manifested in the updating of certain legal instruments, modernization
and strengthening of environmental management bodies, strengthening of the legislative mechanism through the
adoption, in particular, of the law on directions in the field of landscaping and long-term development of the
territory (1999) and the Environmental Protection Code (2000). Since 1997, France has made the fight against
air pollution one of the priorities of its environmental policy [3, p. 22].

France was the first country to adopt in January 2000 a National program to combat climate change,
which provides for about a hundred measures to reduce greenhouse gas emissions to 1990 levels by 2010.

France actively participates in international agreements such as the Paris Climate Agreement and the
UN Convention on Human Rights, which underlines its obligations in the field of environmental protection and
human rights.

France applies various mechanisms to protect citizens’ rights to environmental safety:

Public consultations: An important aspect is the involvement of citizens in the environmental decision-
making process. French legislation provides for the possibility of public participation in discussions on projects
related to environmental protection [4, p. 99].

Lawsuits: Citizens and non-governmental organizations have the right to take legal action against
actions that violate environmental legislation. This makes it possible to protect your rights and ensure
compliance with environmental standards [5, p. 27].

Monitoring and control: Government agencies monitor the state of the environment and the activities
carried out related to environmental protection. France has an environmental control system that helps to identify
and eliminate violations [6, p. 162].

One of the clearest examples of the protection of human rights to environmental safety in France is the
case of Greenpeace v. France. In 2020, according to a French court decision, the government was found
responsible for non-fulfillment of obligations to reduce carbon emissions. This decision became a landmark and
demonstrated the importance of judicial protection of environmental rights [4, p. 104].

France hosted the 2015 UN Paris Climate Conference and played a leading role in the development and
implementation of the Paris Climate Agreement. In addition to climate change specifically, France is also active
in the field of international environmental law, working with experts from 40 countries around the world at
various stages of development, and representing the UN “Global Pact for Environmental Protection”.

The next UN Ocean Conference, officially named the UN Conference in Support of the Implementation
of Sustainable Development Goal 14: Conservation and Rational Use of Oceans, Seas and Marine Resources for
Sustainable Development, will be held in France in June 2025 with the joint participation of the Governments of
Costa Rica and France.

Introducing the project, the representative of Costa Rica said: “Meanwhile, sea levels are rising and
coastal erosion is worsening, affecting the lives, livelihoods and culture of many island nations and coastal
communities. The current situation cannot but cause alarm”.

Another example is the initiative to create an “Environmental Law” that includes measures to protect
biodiversity, combat climate change and ensure environmental justice. These measures are aimed at improving
the quality of life of citizens and protecting their rights to a safe environment [7].

Despite significant successes, France faces a number of challenges in the implementation of human
rights to environmental safety. One of the key problems is the lack of awareness of the population about their
rights and the possibilities of their protection. There is also a risk of corruption and inconsistency between
legally established norms and their practical application. [8, c. 82]

Another challenge is climate change and its consequences, which can threaten ecosystems and,
consequently, human rights. More effective measures are needed to adapt to these changes and protect the most
vulnerable groups of the population [9, p. 149].

Thus, the French Republic is actively pursuing an internal policy to improve the environmental situation
on its territory. The adoption of various regulatory legal acts and national programs that contribute to improving
the environmental situation allows:
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- Firstly, to clearly formulate and set tasks for the authorities and society to improve the environmental
situation [9, p. 223];

- Secondly, to draw up a clear list of actions taken to improve the state of the environment and public
health. He, in turn, determines the leading directions of state policy and the main sectors of the economy that are
most in need of development;

- Thirdly, France invites other UN member states to develop an Environmental Code that would help
states legislate actions and measures to protect the environment, as well as highlight a special type of
responsibility — environmental.

The Republic of France is actively working on the implementation and protection of human rights to
environmental safety. The existence of a developed regulatory framework, the participation of citizens in
environmental processes and the possibility of judicial protection of rights are important steps along this path.
Nevertheless, in order to achieve the full realization of these rights, it is necessary to continue working to
eliminate existing problems and challenges, as well as to intensify efforts to inform the population about their
rights. Only in this case it will be possible to ensure real environmental safety for all citizens of the country [9, p.
191].
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ECOLOGY AND HUMAN RIGHTS IN THE FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF GERMANY

Abstract: The article deals with Germany’s environmental legislation, which has evolved into one of the most advanced and
effectively enforced systems in Europe. At the beginning, the opinions of important German experts on environmental issues
are considered. The main problems faced by society in Germany were highlighted, as well as important political measures
taken by the state to solve them, in particular, they include: the Energiewende (Energy Transition), environmental tax
reforms, the National Biodiversity Strategy, and the Renewable Heat Act.

German environmental legislation is currently one of the most perfect and enforcement is highly effective. Since the early
70s of the twentieth century, the rapid development of environmental legislation has begun as a result of the beliefs formed in
the public consciousness about the need to protect nature.

The development of the Federal Government’s National Environmental Program of September 21, 1971
(Environmental Program) began and defined the concept of environmental legislation. In the first decade (1971-
1981), the policy was aimed at creating an information base and adopting separate laws aimed at reducing
environmental pressures and preventing the emergence of new ones. In the subsequent period, from 1980 to the
present, basic laws and regulations have been adopted, which have formed one of the best environmental law
systems in Europe [1, p. 265].

In 2014, the current President of the Federal Republic of Germany - Frank-Walter Steinmeier, being the
Minister of Foreign Affairs, drew attention to environmental problems in our country: “Climate change is a
challenge to international politics. Lack of drinking water, drought, crop failures and rising sea levels are not just
disasters for the affected people, they endanger entire states and peaceful coexistence in all regions” [2].

Germany’s Permanent Representative to the UN, Antje Leendertse, pointed out that: “The threat of loss
of livelihoods, war and disease are not abstract problems. Millions, even billions of people suffer from them in a
very concrete way, especially in the poorer regions of the world. So we don’t need to look for relevant topics;
they find us” [3].

Taking into account the fact that back in the 60-70’s the country was one of the most polluted countries
in the world, as a result of timely measures taken, already by the 90s of the last century the situation changed for
the better. The main attention of the German authorities focused on solving the following problems:

- Global warming;

- Reduction of future availability of energy resources and use of alternative energy sources (elimination
of nuclear power plants);

- Reduction of environmental pollution;

- Safety of biotechnologies of transgenic foods;

- Irrational waste management;

- Air pollution;

- Water pollution etc.

The government is taking various policy measures to address these problems. Let us consider some of
them:

1. Energiewende (Energy Transition).

Growing industries, power plants and fuel consumption have led to depletion of natural resources. To
reduce the rate of depletion and promote sustainable development, the German government has introduced
Energiewende, an energy transition policy that will help the country shift to renewable energy sources and
reduce the use of nuclear and fossil energy [4].

2. Environmental tax reform

The German government has introduced various taxes to monetize pollution and hazards caused by
industry and factories. In addition, there are many subsidies given for the installation and use of renewable
energy sources. Organizations are rewarded for their eco-friendly activities, thus motivated to leave our planet
clean. The revenue generated from these taxes is used for other related projects.

3. National Biodiversity Strategy

The rapid growth of industrialization and settlement has led to excessive degradation of the country’s
biodiversity. Therefore, the German government has launched the National Biodiversity Strategy - this strategy
aims to ensure reforestation, species conservation and replenishment of flora and fauna in the German
ecosystem.

4. The Act of Renewable Heat.

The energy produced in Germany is usually used in buildings and apartments for heating. Most of the
additional resources are consumed in the form of heat. The Renewable Heat Source Act was passed to ensure the
use of renewable heat sources so that harmful emissions can be controlled and the consumption of non-
renewable resources can be increased. According to this law, the government guarantees that new buildings will
be built using the properties of self-heating and heat preservation, in order to include heat or cold in a part of the
building, if necessary, depending on the condition. In addition, it is guaranteed that this building can use
renewable energy sources for the same purposes. To this end, the renovation of old buildings is subsidized by
various policies [4].
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Germany is a party to most international environmental treaties and agreements, among which the
Stockholm Convention, which bans persistent organic pollutants (POPs) [5], which do not easily degrade and
accumulate in humans and animals, stands out quite prominently. The obligations have been incorporated into
German law and are continuously enforced.

The Aarhus Convention was implemented into EU law by the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA)
Directive and certain obligations in the Industrial Emissions Directive. The implementation of the Aarhus
Convention into EU and national laws (in particular the Environmental Information Act and the Environmental
Impact Assessment Act) has significantly changed public participation and legal protection in Germany [6].

German environmental policy includes comprehensive measures to ensure sustainability, reduce
emissions into the atmosphere, waste management and pollution control. However, many have criticized this
policy for being more focused on unstable countries than on the environment. But people in this country are very
aware and consider environmentally friendly changes in their lifestyle and habits, which is an excellent measure
for a successful policy. Although Germany still faces various challenges and difficulties, it is establishing a
global model for environmental protection and conservation. By encouraging incentives, cooperation and
honesty, Germany successfully achieves its goal of a green and fresh ecosystem.

ON THE ISSUE OF SWITZERLAND'S COMPLIANCE WITH INTERNATIONAL
ENVIRONMENTAL STANDARDS

Abstract: The paper examines Switzerland's experience in implementing the Sustainable Development Goals, assesses
government participation in international environmental initiatives and the effectiveness of domestic environmental
legislation. The author uses statistical data on the «cleanliness ratingy», in which Switzerland occupies a leading position due
to its strict environmental protection policy. The study mentions monitoring of biological diversity and waste management
initiatives, which confirms Switzerland's systematic approach to environmental issues. Based on the analysis, the author
formulates the main conclusions about the effectiveness of applying the Swiss experience to other countries, which
determines the importance of combining international cooperation, the domestic legal framework and the active participation
of citizens in environmental policy.
